This nomination adds to an impressive list of accolades received by the Trentham team so far this
year — including a Trophy at the Sydney International Wine Competition in February for the ‘La
Famiglia’ Nebbiolo. La Sala’s Executive Chef Darren Simpson is creating a dish to especially

complement the ‘La Famiglia’ Pinot Grigio for the ‘Winemaker of the Year’ presentation dinner.
